School.  The program will run from June 29th – July 24th from 9am-12noon, Monday – 
Friday.  The program will be open to all students who have completed kindergarten 
through grade 8 and are residents of the Town of Clinton or Glen Gardner.  Registration 
is open to the first 350 students who enroll.

*The registration fee for the Summer Rec. program is $5 per child, $10 per family.   
Your returned check is your enrollment confirmation, or you can contact me to confirm 
registration.   Regular registration CLOSES on June 16th.  If you would like to register 
your child beyond the deadline date, and there is still space available, the fee will be 
$50 per family.   
 If your child comes to Recreation by bus, please look for a bus schedule to be 
printed in the June issue of DEAR PARENTS. 
 If you sign your child up for a trip and discover that they will not be attending, 
please let one of the staff members know immediately.  We would greatly appreciate it. 
 Pictures will be taken throughout the program and will be displayed in one of the 
stores downtown at the end of recreation.  If you do not want your child’s picture taken, 
please let me know.
